About this event

We are excited to invite plein air artists to participate in the J M W Turner Plein Air Painting Event 2025, taking place this Autumn at Aberdulais Falls, in the Vale of Neath, West Glamorgan

Open to 2D artists in all media and styles, the criteria to get your work judged by our expert panel is that your entry is started and completed in Aberdulais Falls on the same day, within the time allotted, and is made in direct response to the falls and its spectacular surroundings.

How does it work?

When you arrive at Aberdulais Falls, register at the St Giles room with your blank work surface, be that canvas, paper or board to be stamped on the back and your materials. Go and spend the day creating your artwork within this historical site.

All work must have been painted within the Aberdulais Falls area. Return your work to the St Giles Room at Aberdulais Falls by 4pm.
Selected pieces from the day will be on display in exhibition during the J.M.W. Turner Celebration at Aberdulais Falls on October 30th and 31st 2025. Please specify on the day when getting your work labelled, if you would like to be included in the exhibition. 
Important Information:

-  Arrival between 9 - 9.15am
-  Registration at the St Giles Room, Aberdulais Falls 9.30 (map and useful information will be given out)
- You must start and finish your artwork on the day

- All works must have a label on the back, administered by the team on arrival

- Original artwork can be in any medium & any size

- We accept no responsibility for loss, damage, or injury during the day

- Any work bought back after 4pm, will not be eligible for judging.

- Full payment is needed to secure your registration for the event. Payments are non-refundable.

- Should we need to cancel the event a full refund will be issued
             - artists won’t be able to stake anything into the ground when painting
             - please also bring your own packed lunch with you
 FAQs:

* How do we register and how much is the entry fee: click on the link which will take you through to entry registration. Entry fee is £10 per person.

* What is my transport/parking options for getting to and from the event? There are lots of parking options available in the vicinity, including a free car park opposite the Aberdulais Falls. 

* What can I bring into the event? All you need to bring is your blank canvas and all materials ready to paint for the day, including an easel and a chair if you wish. No materials are supplied. Plain background cover only, no preparatory drawings or painting to be on your artwork prior to the day. Please note that your canvas will need to be labelled on the back upon arrival to qualify for the judging process at the end of the day. You will also need to provide your own lunch for the day. 

* Do I have to bring a printed copy of my entry registration to the event? Yes please. If you're able to arrive with a printout of your booking confirmation that would help us out immensely on the registration desk.
